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THE PRINCIPLE OF ENDURE

• I Nephi 7:69 “Wherefore, if ye shall be 
obedient to the commandments, and 
endure to the end, ye shall be saved at 
the last day.”
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• II Nephi 6:49 “And if they will not repent and believe 
in his name, and be baptized in his name, and endure 
to the end, they must be damned;”



THE PRINCIPLE OF ENDURE
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• II Nephi 13:19-21 
“19 And I heard a voice from the Father, saying, Yea, the 
words of my beloved, are true and faithful. 
20 He that endureth to the end, the same shall be saved. 
21 And now, my beloved brethren, I know by this, that unless 
a man shall endure to the end, in following the example of 
the Son of the living God, he can not be saved;”



GOAL: ETERNAL LIFE
• II Nephi 13:30 “Wherefore, if ye shall press 
forward, feasting upon the word of Christ, 
and endure to the end, behold, thus saith 
the Father: Ye shall have eternal life.”

• II Nephi 15:5 “And the words which I have 
written in weakness, will he make strong unto 
them; for it persuadeth them to do good; it 
maketh known unto them of their fathers; and 
it speaketh of Jesus, and persuadeth them to 
believe in him, and to endure to the end, 
which is life eternal.”

• Alma 16:135-137 “And now surely, whosoever repenteth shall find 
mercy; and he that findeth mercy and endureth to the end, the 
same shall be saved.
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HOW… IS OUR CHOICE

136 And now as I said unto you, that because ye were compelled to 
be humble, ye were blessed, do ye not suppose that they are more 
blessed who truly humble themselves because of the word? 

137 Yea, he that truly humbleth himself and repenteth of his sins, 
and endureth to the end, the same shall be blessed; yea, much 
more blessed than they who are compelled to be humble, because 
of their exceeding poverty; therefore blessed are they who humble 
themselves without being compelled to be humble;”

D&C 102: 2d. and my people must needs be chastened until 
they learn obedience, if it must needs be, by the things which 
they suffer.



ALMA 3:31-37, PART 1

• 31 Do you look forward with an eye of faith, and view this 
mortal body raised in immortality, and this corruption raised in 
incorruption, to stand before God, to be judged according to the 
deeds which have been done in the mortal body? 
• 32 I say unto you, Can you imagine to yourselves that ye hear 
the voice of the Lord, saying unto you, in that day, Come unto 
me ye blessed, for behold, your works have been the works of 
righteousness upon the face of the earth? 
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ALMA 3:31-37, PART 2

• 33 Or do ye imagine to yourselves that ye can lie unto the Lord 
in that day, and say, Lord, our works have been righteous works 
upon the face of the earth, and that he will save you? 
• 34 Or otherwise, can ye imagine yourselves brought before the 
tribunal of God, with your souls filled with guilt and remorse; 
having a remembrance of all your guilt; 
• 35 Yea, a perfect remembrance of all your wickedness; yea, a 
remembrance that ye have set at defiance the commandments 
of God? 
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ALMA 3:31-37, PART 3

• 36 I say unto you, Can ye look up to God at that day with a 
pure heart and clean hands? 
• 37 I say unto you, Can you look up, having the image of 
God engraven upon your countenances? 
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MATTHEW 19:16-24
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MATTHEW 19:16-24
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38 I say unto you, Can ye think of being saved when you have yielded 
yourselves to become subjects to the devil? 

39 I say unto you, Ye will know at that day, that ye cannot be saved: for 
there can no man be saved except his garments are washed white:

40 Yea, his garments must be purified until they are cleansed from all 
stain, through the blood of him of whom it has been spoken by our fathers 
who should come to redeem his people from their sins. 

41 And now I ask of you, my brethren, How will any of you feel, if ye shall 
stand before the bar of God, having your garments stained with blood, 
and all manner of filthiness?

44 Behold, my brethren, do ye suppose that such an one can have a place 
to sit down in the kingdom of God, with Abraham, with Isaac, and with 
Jacob, and also all the holy prophets, whose garments are cleansed, and 
are spotless, pure, and white?

ALMA 3:46-48

46 And now behold, I say unto you my 
brethren, If ye have experienced a 
change of heart, and if ye have felt to 
sing the song of redeeming love, I would 
ask, Can ye feel so now? 

47 Have ye walked, keeping yourselves 
blameless before God? 

48 Could ye say, if ye were called to die 
at this time, within yourselves, that ye 
have been sufficiently humble?
